Dredge Transfer Stations Back on Radar

T he Beaches and Waterways Advisory
Commission held a public meeting Oct. 13
at the Great Neck Recreation Center, to
hear public comments about the proposed
Neighberheod Dredging Plan outlined by
the City in a Sept. 10, 2010 Policy Report
to City Council.

The complete report can be found at
www.vabeach.com under the Neighbor-
hood Dredging. The following excerpt is
from the title: Neighborhood Dredging
Special Service District Policy Report.

Recommendations from Report:
The City's Case

For neighborhoods desirous of
dredging along private waterfront proper-
ties, the City proposes the formation of
Special Service Districts (SSDs) to fund
dredging when the City performs its spur
channel dredging, which is a normal re-
sponsibility of the City.

The proposal includes City manage-
ment of the projects and cost sharing to
cover the contracting and administration,
but only offers these service to communi-
ties that are will to fund the projects
through binding taxation.

It is understood that 24 months is re-
quired upon Council adoption of the SSD
to conduct the engineering, surveying,
permitting and contracting, as well as al-
low the SSD fund balance to grow in ad-
vance of the first dredging.

Though this is a resurrection of pre-
vious initiatives founded on City/
Neighborhood cost participation staff sup-
ports this serious attempt to tackle the
continued deterioration of the quality of
our citizen's waterfront property and their
access to navigable channels. Secondly, it
attacks the leading cause for the degrada-
tion of the Lynnhaven's water and habitat
quality - siltation.

Dredge Material Transfer Sites,
and Transport Impacts:

Crab Creek and Maple Street, among others?

Given the lack of available dredged
material disposal areas for hydraulic
dredging, the dredging of these channels
would be accomplished by the mechanical
dredging method.

In brief, the channels will be
dredged using a barge mounted excavator,

popular seafood restaurant closed in 2005, are changing.

The restaurant was demolished a few months after it closed, al-
though the gazebo remains.

Local developers purchased the property in 2004 and proposed building Point Chesa
peake, a $100 million condominium complex. Plans for the development consisted of 158
condos, ranging in size from 2,000 to 4,000 square feet, which would be housed in several
buildings eight to 10 stories high.

The aging bridge, which
borders the Shore Drive property, has some technical issues
associated with the new bridge design that have to be re-
solved before Bowie will know exactly what the finalized
condo plan will look like.

Once the technical issues with the bridge design are resolved, Bowie said, he will file for a

new conditional -use permit for the updated project. If the project is accepted by the city,
construction would not begin until after the
